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During their walk, the disciples were engrossed in a discussion 
about the recent events, including Jesus' crucifixion and the re-
ports of His resurrection provided by certain women in their 
group. This discussion indicates a mix of confusion, hope, and 
disappointment — emotions that often accompany life's challeng-
es and uncertainties.  
As the two disciples walked and discussed, Jesus Himself drew 
near and walked with them. However, they did not recognize 
Him. This lack of recognition can be seen as symbolic of how, in 
times of distress or disillusionment, individuals may fail to per-
ceive Jesus' presence in their lives.  
Once Jesus disappeared, the two disciples immediately returned to 

Jerusalem, filled with the joy and realization that Jesus had indeed 

risen. Their return to Jerusalem to bear witness to the resurrec-

tion highlights the transformative power of encountering the ris-
en Christ. It is a journey from confusion to clarity, from despair to 
hope, and from doubt to faith.
