Throughout John’s Gospel the Pharisees 
fail to accept Jesus’ ministry and      
teaching. They show themselves to be 
“robbers and thieves” because they try 
to lead the sheep without entering 
through the gate, Jesus. Through these 
metaphors, Jesus is telling his listeners 
that those who follow him and his way 
will find abundant life. He identifies   
himself both as the shepherd and the 
gate. The shepherds who are faithful to 
him are the ones whom the sheep (Jesus’ 
disciples) should follow.  
Today’s Gospel also gives us the         
opportunity to reflect on Christian    
leadership. Jesus’ words suggest to us 
that those who will lead the Christian 
community will be known by their     
faithfulness to Jesus. The leaders will 
recognize that Jesus is the gate for all of 
the sheep and that having a good     
relationship with Jesus is the primary 
characteristic of a Christian leader.
