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Dear Parishioners and Visitors:

What a glorious Easter Sunday we celebrate today! After
the somber days of Holy Week—recalling Jesus’ anointing at
Bethany, his triumphant entry into Jerusalem, and the
Passion that followed—we now rejoice in the triumph of the
Resurrection. “Christ is risen from the dead, trampling
down death by death, and upon those in the tombs
bestowing life!” This ancient Easter hymn echoes the
Church’s unshakeable faith that Jesus, the Father’s beloved
Son and Servant, has conquered sin and death.

In today’s Gospel, we hear of the empty tomb, the angels’
announcement, and the disciples’ dawning realization: He is
not here; he has risen. The Prophet Isaiah foreshadows
this in the First Servant Song: God upholds his chosen one,
upon whom he places his Spirit to bring justice and light to
the nations, opening the eyes of the blind and freeing
prisoners from darkness (Is. 42:1-12). Jesus fulfills this
perfectly—meek yet unyielding, a bruised reed he does not
break. His Resurrection is the ultimate victory, transforming
our fear into hope, as Psalm 27 proclaims: “The Lord is my
light and my salvation; whom shall | fear?”

The Paschal Mystery (the suffering, death, and resurrection
of Jesus) is not just history; it is our story. Through Baptism,
we die and rise with Christ, already sharing in his new life.
The Easter Season—the fifty days to Pentecost—invites us
to live this joy amid our world’s trials—poverty, conflict, and
suffering.

Let us embrace this season; renew family prayer, serve the
needy as agents of Christ's compassion and witness to the
Resurrection’s hope. Alleluia! Christ is risen—He is risen
indeed!
